· You can alter, remove or add to earlier statements you made as you see fit. 
· I will be monitoring the new material for each submission (to see if it is substantive, to see if you are on-track), then, at the end of the term, I will review the entire document for its quality. So, I grade this on whether or not there are regular, substantive additions as well as an overall evaluation at the end of the term — all within the QuickThink category. NOTE: This is definitely a key document that helps me determine if you are thinking as we go along, can generate interesting ideas, understand the principles of the class and can apply them, etc.
· The above paragraph means that you will only receive an ACCEPTED from me, no grade, upon each submission. However, if you do not hear from me it means you are on the right track. I’ll contact you (before the next submission is due) if I feel there needs to be an adjustment.

· Cut-and-paste, then answer briefly, the questions for the day. (This means the question identifier number AND the question itself.) By briefly I mean—for now until we see how this assignment pans out—a maximum word length of 300 words for any one answer. (Feedback appreciated after the first assignment is completed: let me know if this was not a comfortable word-length target.) This assignment is more or less in the spirit of the QuickThinks—it should get from you more thought than what would happen in class in a few minutes of discussion but I don’t want you to turn it into a major project and write out careful essays. Brainstorm some and share those ideas. I will be looking at what types of ideas you find interesting, not how well you argue for them or how nicely and thoroughly you have presented them. Don’t worry about spelling, grammar and such as long as you communicate your idea. Beware of bullet lists, though; it is pretty hard for me to extrapolate your discursive thinking from them.
· DEADLINE: Submit within 48 hours after we finish the last session devoted to each film—in some cases this will be a screening of the film, in other cases this will be an open discussion session devoted to the film. (If we screen the last segment of a film beginning at 1:10PM on, say January 1, then this document is due 1:10PM on January 3. You will submit this form a total of five times, after House of Flying Daggers, after 2046, and so on.) 
· HOW TO SUBMIT: 

· Check to make sure you are working with the most recent version of this document. Move your comments over to the new version by cut-and-paste if it has been updated since the last time you submitted.

· Attach your document to an email.

· Use the assignment tag TopDis with one of these keywords, depending on the film: fly, twentyforty, threetim, threeiro, dlls, so, for example, EA105_TopDis_LASTNAME_classname fly
· This exercise is meant to generate discussion. You may discuss answers with anyone except your JES partner. However, ultimately, this document should reflect your own thinking. There is no particular value in trying to find a “right” answer since there are no right answers. It is practice in analysis. If you simply import the ideas of others you are not developing the talents you need for your JES or the final midterm.

· WARNING: Daily discussion questions are often adjusted by me shortly before the screening of any segment. Make sure you are working with the most recent list by checking it 24 hours ahead of class.
